All Grant Applications must be received in our office a minimum of 6 weeks prior to the event and are to include all details of the event, participants, and costings, and on a grant application form, available for download from our website (www.blindsport.com.au)

Blind Sporting Council must have a current Personal Profile Sheet, for all applicants, along with a Photo emailed to the office (enquiries@blindsport.com.au) 

Grants must be reconciled within 6 weeks of the event, this is to include Receipts to verify your expenses, report with results and photos of your event or team (emailed)

Keep Blind Sporting Council regularly up to date with your current achievements, and up coming events so that we can promote these on our website, facebook and any promotional activities we conduct

Organisations applying for funding must supply a copy of the latest audited annual financial statement

If Hosting an event, make sure that Blind Sporting Council is made aware of the event including venues and times, given the opportunity for any promotional signage, and recognized in any presentation function
